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ABSTRACT

In the technology era, there has always been an obvious need to investigate
the effect of novel tools in education. This study tried to examine the effect of
using PowerPoint/flash slides on vocabulary and grammar acquisition in English as
a Foreign Language classes. Learners' attitudes toward the technology were also
checked. The participants in this study were 34 male and female EFL students
whose age was between 20 and 35. They were studying general English at
elementary level in Mojtama Fanni Tehran, Narmak branch. These participants
were divided into two groups of 17, namely a comparison and experimental group.
These two classes were at the same level of language proficiency based on Oxford
Placement Test administered by the institute and a writing test given by the
researcher in the opening session. The Vocabulary Knowledge Scale and a
grammar test were handed to language learners in the first session as pre-tests.
Treatment sessions lasted 2 months in which the participants of experimental group
were exposed to the materials via students’ book, workbook, audio and video CD,
and slides. However, the comparison group was taught by all the preceding tools
except the slides. A revised version of the VKS followed by a grammar test was
administered in the last session as post-tests. For data analysis, descriptive
statistics, independent t-test, and ANOVA were used. Learning through slides did

not help the participants of experimental group to outperform the comparison



group in terms of acquiring vocabulary. In case of grammar, the students in the
PPT slides outperformed the comparison group. In experimental group, the results
of the attitude questionnaire also indicated that the language learners understood
the importance of slides in education and they highly enjoyed the process of

English learning.
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
